Please remember we are an open door policy school and we would like you to get involved with your child’s learning as much as possible. Throughout the year, we will have various opportunities to come in and find out more about your child’s learning. Our first opportunity will be Thursday 16 February, where we will host meet the teacher evening in the Hall from 6pm.
If you have any ideas about the school, concerns or issues you would like to raise please don’t hesitate to get in touch with us. It is best to book an appointment if possible. If you do need to come into school for any purpose it is important that you report to the office first. 
Safety:
It is very important to us that all students are happy and feel safe, secure and comfortable at school. The students are taught and reminded regularly, that they must report to their teacher, duty teacher or principal, any concerns and well-being at school, including all accidents. Of course, we encourage students to share all the good things, as well

School Day:
School day begins at 8:40am each day

School day finishes at 2:40pm

Students should be at school by 8:30am, at the latest, in preparation to begin lessons on time.

Attendance:
Students begin work on the first day of the school year, therefore, it is important for all students to attend school everyday. New class routines and organisation are firmly established over the next few weeks, which are so important to the smooth running of each classroom and the students’ learning. Regular attendance ensures that students receive regular teaching and maintain their learning which is the right of every child at Panmure District School. 
Should your child be absent from school for any reason, parents are required to inform the school and explain the reason on the day of the absence or prior if the reason is known. This also applies to students who may be late. Your support is so important to ensuring that each child has every opportunity to receive regular quality education and be successful. Your communication also ensure that both home and school know your child is where he/she should be. 
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Stationery:
This is now available at school. 
All students have been issued a Stationery Account. 
The earlier the students purchase their stationery, the quicker they can settle into their learning. The discount prices are for February only. As the school does not have a “Paying Off” system, full stationery payment must be made before any stationery is issued. The school does accept Bank’s Automatic system or Work and Income system. These can also be used for uniforms. Please see Mrs Karan – Executive Officer for further information. 
Eftpos:
The school has an Eftpos facility for purchase payments. As the school does not have money on the premises, the system is not designed for giving change

Visa, American Express or any other type of Credit Card are not accepted

Uniforms:
By enrolling your child at Panmure District School, you have agreed to abide by all School Policies, which include the child wearing the compulsory school uniform, everyday. 
Uniform items must be clean, fresh and in good condition. The students are also expected to be well groomed. The naming of every item of the child’s uniform is a must – it saves a great deal of time looking through “Lost Property”. Names should be discreetly written on the inside of each item. No jewellery, other than those students with pierced ears – one stud, per ear is acceptable. 
A wrist watch is permitted but the school does not accept responsibility should such an item become lost or broken. Students with long hair and / or fringe must have this tied back and off their faces

Compulsory – worn everyday:-
Boys – school shorts, school polo shirt, school hat

Girls – school culottes, school polo shirt, school hat

School track pants and jackets are for warmth
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Coloured clothing underneath is not accepted during Term 1. In Terms 2 and 3, only black, grey, school green and blue are accepted but must be short-sleeved and cannot be seen. Shorts, under school shorts is not acceptable as part of the items students wear to school. 
Swimming:
Our school is most fortunate to have a swimming pool. 
As part of the Health and Physical Education Curriculum and our School Document, swimming is compulsory for all students throughout Term 1 

The pool is checked and treated daily to maintain to the Health Standards required. All teachers are full trained in the teaching of swimming. 
All students know the days of their swimming lessons. 
Students must have their swimming togs and towel named and in named plastic bag – plastic shopping bag, named, is ideal. Swimming classes start tomorrow Wednesday 01 February. 
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Parent support is very important in ensuring each student participates in all swimming lessons and that each child learns to swim. A reminder to all – students will not get sores and / or lice from the swimming pool. Parents are always welcome to come and observe their children attend their swimming lessons.
